I have been working in the Episcopal Church for
several years now, and I know that almost without fail
a certain question is on most people’s minds during
the season of Advent as we approach Christmas. That
question is, of course, “Why are we not singing
Christmas carols--it is almost Christmas, isn’t it?”

I do not deny that it is a legitimate question since
everyone’s friends at First United Freewill Church
have been singing Christmas carols since mid
November. However, in the Episcopal Church we
hear the full story of Jesus through our reading
prescribed by the Revised Common Lectionary. That
means that Jesus’ birth is framed into a greater context
and that he did not just "fall from Heaven." His birth
was foretold of the prophets of old, announced by the
Angel Gabriel to Mary, and heralded by John the
Baptist. We are invited to join in with these
visionaries and announce the coming of Jesus the
Messiah and to prepare for his arrival in the context of
our own lives.

For me personally, it also makes it that much more
magical when on Christmas Eve we finally get to
celebrate his birth. The words of “O Come All Ye
Faithful” are more powerful as we enter into
worshiping the newborn savior, our “Joy to the
World” rings out more strongly because he brought
joy into our world, and “Silent Night” can truly make
that night holy as we come bound together in the love
and peace of God through his son Jesus Christ.
