It came to 
our attention some months ago that a 
property adjacent to the church would 
soon be put up for sale. The property 
is 335 S. Chenango, on the corner of 
Chenango and Plum, consisting of four 
small lots, one of which contains a small 
home with some fire damage.
Having missed out on opportunities in 
past years to purchase property, we did 
not want this chance to slip us by! With 
the encouragement of Bishop Harrison, 
we asked James Northrup to represent 
Holy Comforter in the procurement of 
this property. After months of 
conversation and negotiations, we are 
pleased to inform you that we closed 
on the property on October 29 th, 
2008! Thanks to our endowment 
fund , we were able to buy this property 
outright; we own it free and clear!

Although we have no specific immediate 
plans for this property, the purchase will 
allow us the freedom to consider lots of 
different possibilities for expanding our 
ministry to Angleton's ever growing 
population. In the meantime, there's 
lots of clean-up of the property to 
do. We'll need your help in that; we 
anticipate a work day or two so that we 
can clean up the yard and return the 
property to a presentable condition that 
enhances our neighborhood.

Upon 
moving to Angleton, she taught chemistry and physical science at
Angleton High School for sixteen years, until her retirement in 1993. 

Over the years she has taken a number of trips with her 
daughter, son-in-law, granddaughter, and grandson. She has been to 
Europe three times, and she has participated in some of the Elder Hostel 
programs. Gwen has been an active member of the Angleton-Danbury 
Medical Center Auxiliary since 1999. She is also a master seamstress, as 
well as a quilter, and she enjoys playing Bridge and Scrabble. Gwen is a 
patron of the arts, and if she has a question about whether or not to buy 
tickets for a play being performed locally, she can always turn to her son-
in-law Tim, a drama teacher in Huntsville ISD. 

When asked what she would like for people to know about her, 
she could not think of anything, so I am going to tell you something I 
wondered about for years. If you have spent time with Gwen, you may 
have noticed that one of her fingers will not bend. This is because when 
she was young, she accidentally jabbed that finger with a pair of scissors.
