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Financial Report

The regularly scheduled meeting of the Holy Comforter Episcopal Parish Vestry was held on September 13, 2011, with 

Reverend Carol Petty presiding. The meeting was opened at 7pm with Daily Evening Prayer Rite II and Psalm 61.

Members present were Lori Hawkins, SuZan Carpenter, Trey Picard, Chip Cole, Ellen Eby, Barbara Thomas, and Ed 

White. Members absent were Jerry Powell and Mike Hattaway. Also present were Treasurer Dianne Kilgus, upcoming 

treasurer Jack Fleet, and Pam Massingill, clerk.

Minutes from the August meeting were read and after minor changes, approved. Head of schools –The school paid to 
have insulation blown into the attic of the church building to help with utility costs. Senior warden Lori Hawkins 

reported that the nominating committee has three confirmed nominations for Vestry: Pam Baron, Allan Dinsmore, and 

Kerry Payne. Nominee for council delegate will be Lori Hawkins, and Jack Fleet for Endowment Fund board. The 

nominating process will remain open to the parish. Nominees will then be highlighted in the October newsletter.

The Holy Comforter Endowment Fund board has proposed that its name be changed to Friends of Holy 

Comforter. Motion to accept the name change was made and seconded by Ellen, Trey and SuZan. Motion passed.

Junior warden report- (given by M. Carol) there were at least 12 hardworking persons who participated in the recent 

workday. The grounds look beautiful. Zeigler’s is working on the signage. An engineer must sign off on our new sign, 

which must meet the 125 mile per hour wind design requirement.

After some discussion, SuZan suggested we might get 

more attendance due to the different beverage choices. Grants are a possibility for next year. A large banner will be 

hung across Hwy 35 near Prosperity Bank.
